Is your leg rope securely attached with a good knot? 

Is the leg rope in good condition? 

Are your fins and rails smooth and in good repair? - sharp edges 

can cause cuts and abrasions. 

If you find yourself out the back in big surf with a snapped or de-

tached leg rope, donôt panic!  Raise your hand straight up in the 

air (donôt wave your hand) if you need help.
